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[Abstract] This paper makes an in—depth analysis of the integration of ideological and political education
in the teaching of secondary vocational broadcasting and hosting, and discusses the corresponding
solutions. This paper analyzes in detail the problems of insufficient integration of ideological and political
education elements with professional courses, the difference in the ability of teachers in ideological and
political education, and the lack of students’ understanding of the importance of ideological and
political courses. Based on these problems, this paper further proposes the teaching method of

“two—way integration of professional and ideological and political” , promotes the balanced
development of teachers in ideological and political teaching and professional quality, and improves
students’  value recognition and participation in ideological and political courses. In order to improve
the teaching effectiveness of ideological and political courses, it is necessary to achieve full participation,
full integration and comprehensive coverage, aiming to promote the dual progress of students’
ideological character and vocational skills, and provide a theoretical basis and practical experience for the
high—quality development of vocational education.
