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[Abstract] In the education system of higher vocational colleges and universities, aesthetic education is
an indispensable part, which can effectively improve the aesthetic quality of college students and promote
the overall development of students’ comprehensive quality. Under the infiltration of aesthetic
education, it can make up for the singularity of the traditional Civic and Political Education, and
supplement the artistry and emotion of Civic and Political Education.
