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Research on Safety Management of University Student Apartments under the DRR Education
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[Abstract] Safety work is the foundation of the development and stability of universities. As an important part of
the school, student apartments are important places for college students to study, live, and rest in their daily lives,
and are the top priority of school safety work. With the deepening of the socialization reform of university
logistics and the introduction of social resources, student apartments have gradually become socialized, and their
management system, operation mechanism, work ideas, methods, etc. have encountered new challenges. This
article analyzes the safety hazards in student apartments and believes that there are risks to personal and property
safety, mainly due to insufficient attention from schools, weak infrastructure, and weak student safety awareness.
Then this article analyzes the background, concept, and content of DRR education, especially the connection
between DRR education and student apartment safety management. It proposes that under the DRR education
concept, universities should focus on reducing the risks of student apartments and enhancing awareness;
Improve risk information and warning mechanisms; Create a culture that values safety; Strengthen emergency
preparedness and other apartment safety management mechanisms.
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
