[Abstract] The word "community" and its concept were first put forward by Toennies, a German sociologist,
and Fei Xiaotong, a sociologist in China, translated the word "community" into "community" according to the
local culture and social situation in China. Since then, the word "community" and its various definitions in
China's local research have begun to spread widely. Nowadays, the definition of "community" is not limited to
the traditional definitions such as region, popularity and culture, and then it has expanded into various
sub—cultural circles beyond the restrictions of region and humanity. However, based on the current situation of
China's community construction in full swing, a considerable number of researches are more willing to focus on
the traditional definition of "community", take community construction as the research theme, and explore the
impact of different regions and different cultural beliefs on the community from the humanistic perspective, so as
to clarify various problems in the current community construction. The author's research starts from Baojia
system to the establishment of community system, hoping to explore the budding problem of community
concept from a historical perspective, find the root of the establishment of community system in the long history,
and pave the way for the author's later research on community construction.
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
